On screen rulers can be used in a variety of ways. They 
can be used to measure objects on the screen, to 
provide focus to the line of text they are reading, or 
simply to cover over text. Since the ruler is virtual the 
student doesn't need to worry about dropping it, they can 
be positioned on screen with a mouse or moved using 
the arrow keys on the keyboard for more precise 
positioning, especially for students with physical access 
issues.
